TOM MOREY SET

Unquestionably, the
mad scientist, genius of
surfboard shapes, Tom
Morey has constantly
been on the cutting
edge of advanced surf
craft design. These
boards on offer had
their early inspiration
derived from discussions
about sea plane bottom
designs while Morey
was at Douglas Aircraft
circa 1957, After initial
forays in design con-
cepts while on Kauai

in the late 60's, Morey
returned to Oahu and
working at the Surf Line
Hawaii shop in Honolulu
began to conceive Air
Lubricated surfboards.

@ Paipo Nui made for Greg @ George Greenough style

Noll Surf Center 40" (9) 1965

This is one of the Val Valentine made
Paipo Nui belly boards. Deemed
the “fastest craft in the water”, this
particular board was one of a limited
edition made for the Greg Noll Surf
Center in Honolulu. Steam pressed
rocker and extremely rare!

@ Tom Morey “Air
Lubricated” Future
Craft AL#3 8'0" (9) 1976

After dozens of proto-types
and experimentation, Morey
began to mold his concepts
into workable, rideable
designs. Between 1971-
1976 he devoted time to the
development of the Boogie
board. The ‘air lubricated’
designs took somewhat of

a back seat until 1976 when
back in Kona on the Big
Island, he created the next
phase with AL#3. This one
was a two step (three plane)
design with double feed-

ing air vents. It performed
exceptionally well and
reached planing speed

very quickly but was more
maneuverable like a conven-
tional board. This board
was buried under a house

in Kona and resurrected in
1998 when it was reunited
with Morey. “Mystic Eye”
color resin work on the
deck with tri-tone airbrush | )
on bottom planing areas. !

@ First Published Etching
of Surfing & Early Surfing

The first published etching of a man surfing (1831) and
one of the first surfing photo cards of a Hawaiian surfer
at Waikiki circa: 1896. The etching is in the four volume,
leather bound edition of “Polynesian Researches, During
a Residence of Nearly Eight Years in the Society and
Sandwich Islands” by Rev.William Ellis.

@ Vintage Surfing Woodblocks (lot of 5)

Collection of 5 all original vintage surfing woodblocks,
from 1898, 1873, 1875, 1878 and 1938. The 1938 ‘Surf
Riders’ is an original, signed and numbered print from
E.C.Washington, America’s premier black woodcut
artist. This image is 6 x 8 inches and is in excellent
condition. Numerous images from other artist were
used by Washington in his prints nd this woodcut is
from an image done by Ambrose Patterson in the 1930’.

Olympic 400 meter swimming Gold medalist and made over
100 movies in his lifetime. The painting is a large format, 44” X
28” oil on hardboard in all original condition. A very rare find!

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Article on Surfing
and First Surfing
Image in a Magazine
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This is the first magazine
article devoted to surfing
(Missionary Herald: 1822)
and the first surfing image
to appear in a weekly
magazine (Leslie’s Weekly:
1866). Both items are in
the original publications.
The Missionary Herald is a leather bound edition of all 12
issues from 1822. The surfing image is in the complete
weekly with the surfing text. These are some of the earli-
est know references to surfing in all original form.

@ Engraving of Captain Cooks Arrival in

Hawaii 1785 ‘“Vue du Karakakooa, Owyhee”

Western man’s first image of a surfboard, taken from a draw-
ing by John Webber, Captain Coolk’s artist. This is a folio
edition plate from the 4 volume French edition, “Troisieme
voyage de Cook ou voyage a L'Ocean Pacifique”, (Cook’s

3rd Voyage to the Pacific Ocean), published by Hotel de
Thou, Paris, 1785. The engravings by Webber were used by
the French engraver, Benard with French titles substituted.
These were of equal quality to the English edition, using good
strong hand-made paper. Published in 1785, one year after
the English edition. Matted and ready for framing.

@ 1950’s Black Velvet Art by Perc Miller

This is an interesting piece by well known Australian
artist, Perc Miller. As a protege’ of Black Velvet Master,
Leeteg, Miller was able to hone his style while staying
in Hawaii in the early 50’s. This is Miller’s only image
known to exist with a surfer as the subject. Original
Black Velvet painting of local Hawaiian with his surf-
board.

THE JACK EDEN PHOTO COLLECTION

Makaha perspective from a different time and a different era.

Jack Eden began capturing surfing images on film in 1958. Regarded as Australia’s
pioneer surfing photographer. Eden clicked his way “through truckloads of film” for his
magazine Surfabout, of which 24 issues were published between 1962 and 1968. In the
winter of 1963/64 he traveled to Hawaii with the Australian contingent to record the
sights and feel of the Makaha International Surfing Championships. Which, in it’s day,
was the defacto World Championship of surfing. There’s no way he
could have realized at the time that these images, which record the
innocence, lifestyle and significance of this period, would be back
on display in Hawaii more than 40 years later. A time capsule of

a special time and place for surfing with a look at the people, the
place and a slice of surfing history.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Buyer Registration

All buyers must be registered. Only registered buyers may
purchase an item. Buyers will be issued a bidding number
upon payment of a $50.00 bidders fee.

Form of Payment

All payments must be made by cash, approved checks, or
credit cards.We accept MasterCard,Visa and American
Express. All purchases include a 10% buyer’s premium and

a 4.167% State tax. All purchases via the internet include a
I5% buyer’s premium and a 4.167% State tax. All items must
be paid in full on the day of the sale. No purchases may be
removed until paid in full.

Estimates

The price estimates given have been drawn from previous
auctions, collector sales, and current going rates at the time
of publication. However, it should be noted that these are
purely estimates of the range of prices that items could bring.
This shall give bidders an idea of what the bidding range is ex-
pected to be.There is no guarantee that prices will fall within
this range. In some case, individual items may vary in price
due to the exceptional quality or rarity of the item.

Reserves

Many items will have no reserve. For those that do, it is usu-
ally the case that without a reserve, the item would not be
offered. Reserve prices will normally be reflected in the low
estimated value.

Preview and Silent Auction

All auction items will be available for preview in the Galleria
at the Blaisdell Center on Friday July 20 and Saturday July

21. There will be an “Antiques Road Show” type of appraisal
on Friday from 12:00 noon to 4:00pm. The silent auction

is in the Galleria from 2:00pm to 4:30pm, on Saturday July
21. The Hawaiian Islands Vintage Surf Auction will take place
at 5:00pm in the Pikake Room, adjacent to the Galleria. The
preview in the Galleria is open to the public and will be on
display to all whom attend the All Collectors Show 2007,
which will be taking place in the Blaisdell Exhibition Hall adja-
cent to the Galleria and Pikake Room. Pre-registered bidders
will receive free tickets to the All Collectors Show 2007. Bid-
ders who sign up on the day of the auction will be required
to purchase separate admittance tickets if you wish to attend
the All Collectors Show 2007.

You must purchase a bidding number to bid on both silent
auction items and to be a bidder for the Vintage Surf Auction.
Only those who purchase a bidding number will be allowed
admittance, along with a guest, to the Pikake Room for the
main Vintage Surf Auction.

Internet “Proxy’’ bids

Internet “Proxy” bids for items will be offered starting July 12
with bids being entertained until 1 1:59 pm, July 19. At that
time, Internet bidding for the items will close and will serve
as set bids for items. In such case, should on-site bidding not
reach the Internet bid, then the Internet bid shall be deemed
the high bid. Should on-site bidding exceed the Internet bid,
than the Internet bid shall be deemed on insufficient bid.

Absentee Bids

Bids that are submitted by an absentee bidder in advance, in
writing or otherwise submitted before the auction for execu-
tion at or below a specified price will be executed as a cour-
tesy for the absentee bidder. No warranties shall be made for
failure to execute such bids or for errors that may occur in
the execution of such bids. Should a tie be lodged, the bidder
in attendance will be deemed the successful bidder.

Internet Bids

For those bidding via the internet, all rules for Live
Auctioneers and eBay Live will apply. Please read all rules on
line at either site before registering to bid.

Sales

All sales are final upon announcement by Auctioneer as “sold”
to the highest bid: the highest Bidder shall be the Purchaser
and no Purchaser shall retract his bid. All sales are final. How-
ever, a registered buyer’s bid (an offer) is not a sale when it

is less than a minimum reserve on that item. In this case, the
auctioneer will say “offer” at the close of the bidding process.
The Bidder must contact the owner/principals to find out if
offer is accepted. It is the responsibility of the Purchaser to
insure his purchases immediately.

Terms of Sale

I. All purchases must be removed from the Auction Site the
day of the auction and all costs, responsibility and risk of such
removal shall be borne by Purchaser. If for any reason the
Purchaser fails to remove any lot within the time specified,
the lot shall be deemed abandoned, and the Auctioneer at his
sole discretion may resell or remove and store the said lot
at Purchaser’s sole risk and expense. Purchaser shall be liable
for any rent incurred or damages suffered by the Auctioneers
because of Purchaser’s failure to remove any lot.

2. There shall be no guarantees or warranties, expressed or
implied. Each and every lot will be sold “as is, where is”.The
Bidder agrees that he has satisfied himself and is not relying
on the Auctioneers, nor are Auctioneers liable.

3. Any dispute arising as to any bidding shall be settled by

the Auctioneers at their sole discretion and the Auctioneer
may, immediately, put the lot in dispute up again for sale.The
Auctioneers reserve’s the right to refuse any bid which they

consider to be an insignificant advance over the preceding bid.

4. The Auctioneers reserve the right to refuse any applicant
for bidding card the privilege of bidding at this auction sale
and to revoke such privilege at any time.

5. Purchaser acknowledges that prior to the auction all lots
were available for inspection.

6. Auctioneers may, at any time, at the their sole discretion
and without notice or liability to the bidder:

a. withdraw or cancel the sale of an lot, or
b. offer any lots in groups or with privilege.

7. A purchase is deemed to have accepted a lot when he
makes a bid.

8. Bidder acknowledges than an Auction Site is a potentially
dangerous place. Flammable, noxious, corrosive and pres-
surized substances are present, heavy equipment is being
operated and electrical circuits may be live. Every person at
the Auction Site before, during and after the auction sale shall
be deemed to be there at his own risk with notice of the
condition of the premises the activities on the premises and
the conduct of third parties and the Bidder shall so advise

his agents and employees. No person shall have any claim,
demands, or causes of action, whether at law or in equity,
against the Auctioneers, their agents, employees, or principals
for any injuries sustained nor for damages or loss of property
which may occur from any cause whatsoever.

9. These Terms of Sale may not be amended except by agree-
ment in writing signed by the Auctioneers and the respective
Purchaser.

Packing and Shipping

Packing of sold items shall be offered as a service to buy-

ers for a fee, please contact auction staff for arrangements.
Surfboards will be packed for a fee of $50.00 per board and
shipped to Southern California via DHX Freight Service, with
pick up at The Surfing Heritage Foundation offices in San Cle-
mente. Shipping to all other parts of the US mainland will be
via Delta Air Cargo. Shipping to Japan is via Off Road Express.
Purchasers shall be responsible for all shipping costs incurred.
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
