60's, surfboard design
went thru a multiple of
changes. Boards went
from long to short. Stock
boards gave way to
"Models”, which in tum
gave way to who could
get either the craziest idea
to sell or who legitimately
had design breakthroughs.
The areas of fins and tails
saw some of the most
extreme ideas put to

the test. Some of them
worked, some were
flukes and a few pure
genius, This was an era of
experimentation and the
results were fascinating!

Shaped by Bunkers
room mate, Rick Value it features
psychedelic airbrush, balsa nose blocks,
dolphin fin. Designed for lift and speed,
according to Value, Bunker
loved this board at
Tunnels on North
Shore of Kauai
and was part of
the alternative
design crew
that included:

Now this is something totally rare

and out of the ordinary! A George
Greenough designed, shaped and builc
flex-tail surfboard, made especially

for Chris Brock. While Greenouf;";se
best known for his “spoon” type
boards, this is one of only a handful

of stand-up boards in existence. All
original, untouched, featuring his
breakaway bottom design, flex-tail,
release fin, two-tone spray job, and nose
leash loop. Greenough and Brock left
California to sail to Australia aboard

the “Morning Light", with their journey
documented in the film "Crystal
Voyager". While in Tahiti.
Greenough laid up the
fin on a Tahitian beach,
and added the nose
leash loop, so Brock
could bail out the
back of a wave pulling
the board, to keep
from going over

the falls where they
have documentation
of surfing Teahupoo
for the first time.
This is definitely a
one-of-a-kind piece
of surf equipment
history!

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Dick Brewer made his mark shaping throughout
the 60's and was without a doubt the main force
behind the “short board revolution” in Hawaii
during the late 60's into the early 70's. With a
whole new set of design theories, Brewer set the
stage for the 70's style of boards and in doing
so, mentored many an aspiring shaper, No one
followed his lead more so, than protégé's, Sam
Hawk and Craig "Owl” Chapman. Both adopted
the Brewer mantra of shaping and then evolved
into becoming world class shapers in their own
right. Brewer continued to re-define the standards
of what was considered contemporary design and
continues to set the bar to this day.
